National touring artist Glen Rose brings to life the music and times of one of Hollwwood’s most prolific composers, Harry Warren. If you're a movie buff, then you've heard Harry Warren, even if you haven't heard of  him. The prolific composer wrote more than 400 songs for nearly 90 different movies. A Harry Warren song was nominated for an Academy Award for "Best Song in a Motion Picture" Eleven times. He won the Oscar 3 times.  Grabbing top hat and cane, Mr. Rose takes his audience on a journey back to Hollywood from the early 1930s, when the songwriter was first becoming famous, and winds his way through Warren’s colorful and illustrious musical career during America’s ”Golden Age” of music all the way to the 1950s.  Along the route, Rose sings plays piano, guitar, banjo, and ukulele. He also tap dances. Often he does two or more of these things at once. Storytelling is a big part of the show. Mr. Rose fills the heart and mind with delightful stories of Harry Warren and his Hollywood movies. Not only will you leave the theater humming Warren’s “That’s All” or Chattanooga Choo Choo,” but you’ll know the endearing stories behind the songs.

Mr. Rose, who worked in Hollywood’s movie musical scene in the 1970s and played European cabarets all through the ‘80s is also an educator and text book author as well as a composer of over 100 on air jingles.
